1. Every student must turn in a forecast form!  It is your responsibility to turn in a complete and accurate forecast on these return dates:

2. MYP Program:  The Middle Years Program is an interdisciplinary academic program designed to help students develop the knowledge, academic behaviors, and skills necessary to be successful in a modern, global society.  All freshmen will be on a team; each team will have common teachers for English, Social Studies and Science.  For more information, check pg. 26 in the course catalog.
3. Scheduling required Freshman classes:

· All students will check the box MYP Language Arts (1.0), Social Studies (1.0), Science (1.0).  

· To schedule your Math level, see your current Math teacher for his/her recommendation and signature. See math courses below.
· Check PE and Health.
· Choose a language:   Spanish, French or Japanese.  Hilhi offers Spanish & French years 1 through 5.  Hilhi offers Japanese years 1 and 2. See pg. 35 in the course catalog.
4. Choose a Focused Program of Study:  A FPS is a program area of interest.  As a freshman, you will take exploratory electives that may lead to completion of a FPS in your junior/senior years.  Please refer to pages 11-14 in the Course Catalog.  FPS Areas are: Arts and Communications, Business & Management, Health Services, Human Resources, Industrial & Engineering Systems, and Natural Resources. We realize that your interests will change in the next few years.  Please identify an area that interests you at this time.  Students who choose to complete a full IB Diploma can designate Pre IB as their Focused Program of Study.
5. Math courses. (pg. 29 & 30 in course catalog)  If you have earned, or are earning a “C” or better in your most recent math class, forecast for the next level.  If you have a “D” or “F” in your most recent math class, forecast to re-take the course.  Your current math teacher’s signature is required!
6. International Baccalaureate. Make sure to check pre-IB in the upper right hand corner of the forecast sheet if you plan on doing the full IB program.  For more information about IB, please refer to pages 9, 26 & 27 in the course catalog.

7. Elective classes for Freshmen.  You must include exploratory electives (those classes listed as exploratory under your selected Focused Program of Study – see pages 11-14).  Think carefully about your high interest areas.  Compare them to the Focused Programs Hilhi offers.   List electives in your order of preference.  Your top choices will always be considered first. Read course descriptions carefully before signing up for a class.  If you choose to participate in Seminary, please include 2 trimesters of Seminary under electives.   YOU WILL BE EXPECTED TO TAKE THE COURSES FOR WHICH YOU FORECAST.
8. Your required core classes and electives must total 15 trimester classes.   Please include courses with a variety of credit amounts (i.e. include .5, 1.0 and 1.5 credit classes).
9. Alternate Electives: Choose 3 additional electives; list in order of preference.

10. Chancellor Diploma/College bound students. The Hillsboro School District now awards a separate diploma for those students meeting the minimum entrance requirements for the U of O.  You’ll need two years of the same foreign language and three years of math (through Algebra 2) and three years of science as a minimum for college entrance.  Courses taken to meet Oregon University System entrance requirements must be completed with a “C” grade or better in order to be accepted by OUS. Refer to page 10 in the Course Catalog for OUS requirements and page 8 for Chancellor Diploma requirements.  A rigorous high school schedule will lay a strong foundation for college level work.
11. Please discuss forecast choices with your parent.  We want a parent signature on your worksheet!
