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&= USE OF TECHNOLOGY
The Orenco staff is committed to the integration of technology into all
aspects of the curriculum. We approach the use of computers, on-line
networks, etc. as tools for learning, like books, papers and pencils.
There is a fully equipped computer lab available to all grade levels,
which students may access on an individual, small group, or
classroom basis. Building staff and volunteers provide instruction and
supervision. Students have additional computers in their classrooms
and will be able to access information from many sources outside the
confines of their school building. All building computers are networked
and have access to the internet. Students must demonstrate an
understanding of the responsibilities as an internet user and have
their parents sign a User Agreement before being issued availability of
the net.

PARENT TEACHER CONFERENCES

Conferences will be held in October and May. School will be
dismissed early or not held during conference days. Report cards will
be sent home three times per year in November, March, and June.

HOW TO GET MORE INFORMATION

ASKING QUESTIONS AND VOICING YOUR CONCERNS

At Orenco it is easy for a parent to speak directly to the person or
persons who can answer questions or listen to concerns. Ninety-five
percent of all problems are quickly resolved after discussing them with
the teacher or principal, but it is always useful to know what to do in
the case of the 5% that need to be pursued further. The kinds of
guestions or concerns will determine whom to speak with first:

TELEPHONE MESSAGES

Please keep phoned messages to your children to a minimum.
Students should know where they are going after school before they
leave home in the morning. Classes are not interrupted for
messages unless there is an emergency.

BUSING

Children need written permission to get off at any bus stop other than
their own. They should wait for the bus at the stop nearest their home.
Information about bus schedules and stops are sent out by the
Transportation Department in August. Questions regarding bus
concerns may be directed to them at 503-844-1123.



EVENING EVENTS

Children must be under the supervision of adults who bring them to
after-school events. To make our evening functions enjoyable for
everyone, we ask that parents have their children sit with them during
performances and that they stay in their company while in the
building.

BICYCLING TO SCHOOL

Students may ride their bicycles to school. Skateboards and skates
are not allowed at school for liability reasons. Please remember it is a
state law that all children under the age of 16 wear a helmet.

FAMILY VACATIONS DURING SCHOOL YEAR

We know that travel can be an educational and broadening
experience, but school attendance is very important. Assignments are
only a follow-up exercise to reinforce concepts that teachers have
taught children in class. Doing the assignment does not replace the
lesson missed due to lack of attendance. Preparing one or two weeks
worth of schoolwork is a lot of work for teachers, but they do not mind
doing it if they know the work is actually going to be completed and
turned in upon the studentoés

STUDENT BIRTHDAYS

Parents should check with their
birthday treats. Party invitations are not to be distributed at school
unless all the children in the class are invited.

HEALTH AND MEDICATION

When a problem is discovered or a child is ill, parents are contacted
and the child is usually sent home until the condition clears or a doctor
advises that school attendance is approved. Parents should also be
alert and should not allow a child to come to school ill. We do not
have a school nurse, so the office cannot diagnose any questionable
conditions. Due to the risk of hepatitis, food cannot be shared from
student 6s |l unches.

There are times when students
need to take medication at school. State law requires that the school
follow certain procedures. Please be aware of the following:
Medication needs to be brought to the school by the parent in the
original or prescription bottle.

DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Disciplinary actions are taken with the aim of correcting behavior
patterns. Most behavior problems can be handled routinely with
properly organized school and classroom programs. Nearly all
students respond satisfactorily to friendly encouragement, firm
directions, and understanding guidance. For those students who do
not and to protect the rights of all our children, it is important that
parents and students understand the consequences of misbehavior.
These are certain responsibilities we all share in helping the students
overcome behavior problems. 1 f a
related to an identified handicap, the school staff will take such
conditions into account. A student who becomes involved in areas of
problem behavior will be subjected to certain disciplinary actions.
Most often a referral is written. Depending upon the seriousness of
the behavior problem, one or more of the following actions will be
taken by the school. In the case of severe violation of rules, the
disciplinary action taken may extend beyond these guidelines.

Informal Talk
A member of the school staff will talk with the student or reach
agreement regarding the studentds

Loss of Privileges
These privileges may include removing the student from playground,
cafeteria, media center, and/or class participation.

Conferences

A conference will be held with the student, the teacher, the
administrator and other appropriate staff members to develop a plan
for improving behavior. The parent may be contacted.

Parent Involvement

The parent may be informed of the problem area. A conference with

the student, parent, and appropriate staff members may be
schedul ed. I f a plan is developed
behavior, copies will be given to the student and the parent.

SCHOOL HIGHLIGHTS

91 Natural light was a major goal of the
design team. Almost every room in the
building has natural light with warm
colors. This creates an inviting,
community-friendly feeling as you enter
the building, classrooms, and
specialized areas.

1 Grade level classrooms are clustered
together in groups of four. Each group of
classrooms shares an activity area. This
space is designed for large projects,
volunteer workspace, and additional
computer access for students, staff, and
parents. The kindergarten classrooms
are connected with a shared activity
space for creative play, computers, and
exploration.

Our gym is a focal point as you enter
the building. The glass windows
allow visitors to see students
working on dynamic and life-long
fitness skills. The gym has a
beautiful hardwood floor with a
scoreboard for community use.

The library is located near the
classrooms, so it is easily accessible
to everyone. It features eight search
stations, a library workroom, and a
computer lab. Our library opened
with approximately 12,000 books. It
is also a perfect meeting place for
staff and our parent club.

Our music room is located near the
stage/cafeteria area. This location
makes it convenient for musical
performances. It features many Orff
instruments for students to play, as
well as ukuleles, a piano, and
numerous other instruments. It was
designed to provide lots of room for
movement activities.

Eight small conference rooms, which
provide additional instructional
space for Speech/Language, ERC,
and ESL students.

Inside the front office is a reception
area to enroll new students, two
secretarial stations, a two-bed health
room, the principalds
workroom, a small office, and a staff
room.

An elevator and three stairways
provide access to both floors.

The school has small workrooms
and adult restrooms located at the
end of the building to provide
additional access to staff and
parents.

The cafeteria includes a stage and
state-of-the-art kitchen. The kitchen
has all stainless steel equipment and
appliances, including a walk-in
refrigerator and freezer.

The school has several storage
rooms on both floors for storage of
extra furniture, kitchen foods,
supplies, and custodial items.

The bus and parent traffic are
separated to create a safe and
efficient traffic pattern.

We have two dedicated wetlands
and many 100 year old oak trees on
the school site.

SOME PROGRAM FEATURES

PROGRAM FEATURES (CONT.)

The self-contained classroom is a
District program for students who have
been identified as having a learning
disability.

All of our classroom teachers
participated in a curriculum mapping
activity, which involved aligning grade

level curriculum with state benchmarks.

Each grade level has developed an
integrated curriculum map based on
district curriculum, character traits, and
state benchmarks. Grade level teams
continue to meet on a regular basis to
develop their curriculum.

Students in grades K-6 receive either
music, library, or physical education
instruction 3 times per week by a
program specialist. A three-day
schedule (ABC) provides continuous
instruction for all grade levels without
interruption for special holidays, staff
inservice, or other days school is not in
session. Our program also includes
choir and other school sports activities.
Students receive library instruction
once every three days. First through
sixth grade students also receive
computer instruction weekly from the
media assistant with support from the
classroom teacher.

Each classroom has a teacher computer

with four student computers to facilitate
integration of instruction and learning
with technology. Our goal is to use
technology as an instructional tool for
students and staff.

9 Our cafeteria features the mealtime

computer system. All students have
individual computerized accounts in
which they make deposits and
withdrawals to their accounts with their
mealtime cards. There are four entrees
and two salad bars of fresh fruits,
vegetables, and other special choices
for students to choose from each day.
Our art gallery features over 65 framed
pieces of student art. We will have our
showings quarterly.
