IMPORTANT INFORMATION

The Hillsboro School District takes pride in each of its
schools and the staff that provides high quality instruc-
dientand suprort tg eur 29,00+ students every day.
Through the boundary change process that began in
2007, we have been able to align our schools into four
Afeederso, each of which ¢
middle school and six to seven elementary schools. The
feeder structure allows us to better articulate instruction
and communicate individual student strengths and needs
between levels. We believe students gain the maximum
educational benefit when they attend their neighborhood
elementary school and continue on to the middle and
high schools in their feeder group.

We do understand, however, that there are circum-
stances under which families may wish to request a
transfer of their student from one school to another in our
district, or from our district to a neighboring district. In the
past, this process has been somewhat open, with trans-
fer requests being accepted on an ongoing basis. In an
effort to bring some structure and control to the process
and allow our school administrators to focus on the im-
portant business of education, the District is rolling out a
new transfer process for the 2010-2011 school year and
beyond.

Generally speaking, transfer requests from Hillshoro
School District students will only be accepted be-
tween January 4 and February 12, 2010, for the school
year beginning in September 2010. Of course there are
many other important dates and details you should know
and we encourage parents to review the guidelines,
which are available at www.hsd.k12.or.us under Parents/
Boundaries and Transfers. Additional information will be
mailed to the homes of all students currently on trans-
fers.
