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Hooray for Habitats 
2nd Grade  

In January, we began exploring 

habitats around the world. The 

habitats we are focusing on 

throughout the unit are forest, 

rain forest, desert, ocean, pond 

and polar. As we investigate 

each habitat we are learning 

about plants, animals and the 

adaptations needed in order to 

survive. To wrap up the unit, 

each student will study and 

write a report about an animal 

of their choice.  

The students will also create 

clay figurines that represent 

their animal with the help of 

our art literacy parents and volun-

teers. After the figurine is molded 

and fired in the kiln, the students 

will put on the finishing touches by 

glazing the animal with the appro-

priate markings. 

To extend our learning about habi-

tats, we had an in-class visitor from 

the Oregon Zoo. An animal special-

ist came to our classroom, brining 

three creatures from different habi-

tats: a tortoise, an owl and a hedge-

hog. She explained the four essen-

tials that all living things need from 

their environment to survive which 

were space, water, food and shelter.
